Teaching Unit Definitions: 

UEF (Unités d'Enseignement Fondamentales) - Fundamental Teaching Units (60% - 108 credits): These core units form the backbone of the 

English Language program, covering essential language skills, linguistics fundamentals, literature studies, and civilization courses. With 2800 total 

hours including 1585 hours of independent study, these units ensure deep mastery of primary subject matter. 

UEM (Unités d'Enseignement Méthodologiques) - Methodological Teaching Units (30% - 54 credits): These units focus on research 

methodology, academic writing techniques, critical analysis skills, and pedagogical approaches. With 1350 total hours including 720 hours of 

independent study, they prepare students for advanced academic work and professional applications. 

UED (Unités d'Enseignement de Découverte) - Discovery Teaching Units (6.66% - 12 credits): These exploratory units introduce students to 

complementary fields and interdisciplinary perspectives, broadening their academic horizons beyond core English studies. With 300 total hours, they 

provide exposure to related disciplines. 

UET (Unités d'Enseignement Transversales) - Transversal Teaching Units (3.33% - 6 credits): These cross-cutting units develop transferable 

skills such as information technology, communication skills, and professional development competencies. With 150 total hours, they ensure graduates 

possess well-rounded capabilities for diverse career paths.
